Long after lbe gardening season 
ls fln.lsbed, flowers picked from 
the garden can mnlnd us of · lbe 
summer and the many happy 
limes spent outdoors. 

Some flowers can be picked at 
I.be peak of perfec:Uon and dried to 
last for months. U picked at lbe 

, ril,bt U!M and dried correctly, lbe 
colors, shape and form of the now­
er remain as perfect as the day It 
was plclr.ed. 

Here are a few Ups for piclr.ing 
flowers to dry. l'n c-ral, lt's best 
to pick a t midday, when the flow­
ers are dlriesL 

• Chives: Pick before they go to 
seed. 

• AltUbe: Pick when the pink or 
brig.bt0 red color first ap~rs. 

. • Alllam: Can be picked before 
or after they go to seed, depending 
on the form·deslred. 

• Yanow: Pick when flowers 
first open. 

• Glove thistle: Pick when blue . 
hue first appears. 

• Celosla: Pkk smaller side 
shoots. Tbe ·earlier, larger flowers 
are-harder to dry. 

• Stattee: Pick when buds first 
open. 

• Blee _sah'ia: Pick when buds 
first open. · 

• Tea,el: Pick when pods are 
nawrally dried OD planL 

• Strawnower: Pick varieties 
with long. slender, abundant pet• 
als. when ollly one ring of petals 
has opened and color II scan:ely· 
visible. For those varieties with 
shoJUr petals. t,ro rings of pet&II 
may be open befor e they are 
picked. Pick flower btads only, 
not the stems. 

• Gomphmla (&lobe amarulb): 
Pick anytime when beads are still 
molsL 

• Ageralilm: Pick flower 
bullCbes I.bat have Just opened and 
are stUJ deeply colored. 

Some flowers, such as gom­
pbrma and ageratum, can be bung 
upside-down until dried. For best 
results, choose a cool. dry place to 
hang lbem. 

Other flowers do best 1"ith a 
drying compound to create realls­
Uc results. Sand and borax are far 
superior for petal texture and 

shape. Silica gel makes more vi• 
bract petal colors. 

In Ullng either of these com• 
pounds. cut flower head with 

- about l 'n•lncb stem. Place flowers 
carefully In the compound in a 
Ughtly covered Un can. Cover the 
flowers thoroughly with enough 
drying compound to bury the flow• 
er beads. 

When dry, wires can be careful­
ly lmerled into the Dower beads 
to simulate a stem. The wire can 
be camouflaged with floral tape.

For this study, he added vitamin 
E supplements to both diets to test · 
tbc el!ecu of tbll knownanUoxl•

Reaven suspects that lbe vita­

saturaies and perhaps minimize 
the o:ddatlve effects of polyunsa­
turates.
